GENERAL
The scope of work covered by these specifications includes providing labor and
equipment involved in the maintenance and repair of the hydraulic cylinder systems and
equipment belonging to the City of Chattanooga Division of Waste Resources for 12
months, with an option to renew for an additional two (2), one (1) year periods. Bidder
is to provide competent hydraulic cylinder equipment technicians, service trucks, and all
necessary tools and materials involved in the major and minor repairs of hydraulic
equipment. Typical work would involve repairs of hydraulic cylinders. Vendor is
responsible for pick-up and delivery of equipment for repair. The costs for travel, pick-
up, and delivery shall be figured into the hourly labor rate. Hourly rates do not begin until
the equipment is at the shop and breakdown of the equipment begins.

The City will provide
personnel and/or facilities to assist in equipment clean-up prior to repair when practical.
