One of the firefighters at the park opening, Captain Chris Blazek, also
rushed to aid the families and children involved in the car accident. Captain Blazek was
photographed holding one of the children from the accident. The child was sleeping
peacefully. The photo went viral on social media. Chairman Smith thought it tied into what the
men and women do in the CFD on a daily basis, helping children at a groundbreaking to
rescuing kids in severe accidents and providing comfort for families in difficult times. He
thanked Chief Hyman and the men and women of the Chattanooga Fire Department for what
they do on a daily basis, which people do not always have a chance to see.
